3.1 Disposing of packaging

The packaging materials are environmentally compat-
ible and can be recycled.

3.2 Saving energy

If you follow these instructions, your appliance will use
less energy.

Select the cooking zone to match the size of your

pan. Centre the cookware on the hob.

Use cookware whose base diameter is the same dia-

meter as the hotplate.

m |arge items of cookware containing little food need
more energy to heat up.

Cook with only a little water.
= The more water that is contained in the cookware,
the more energy is required to heat it up.

Turn down to a lower power level early on.
m |[f you use an ongoing power level that is too high,
you will waste energy.

Take advantage of the hob's residual heat. With

longer cooking times switch off the hotplate

5-10 minutes before the end of cooking.

5 Basic operation
